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Terms and Conditions of Student Mini-Grant Competitions at BioS PRA

under the strategic programme Excellence Initiative at the Jagiellonian University 

I. Definitions

The following definitions apply throughout these Terms and Conditions:

1. JU: Jagiellonian University

2. EI.JU: the programme Excellence Initiative at the Jagiellonian University.

3. BioS PRA: the BioS Priority Research Area, as specified in the Jagiellonian University’s application in the “Excellence Initiative – Research University” competition.

4. Terms and Conditions: these Terms and Conditions of Student Mini-Grant Competitions at BioS PRA under the strategic programme Excellence Initiative at the Jagiellonian University.

5. General Terms and Conditions: General Terms and Conditions of Mini-Grant Allocation under the strategic programme Excellence Initiative at the Jagiellonian University.

6. Mini-grant: financial resources allocated to academic activity, teaching activity, activity aimed at cooperation with the environment in the course of a competition, in accordance with these Terms and Conditions and General Terms and Conditions.

7. Applicant: appointed member of the mini-grant project team in charge of communication with the competition’s host agency.

8. Mini-grant Project Manager: Applicant whose proposal was selected for funding in the competition procedure. 

9. Mini-grant project team: group composed of two or three second-cycle students or fourth-/fifth-year students of a uniform master’s programme affiliated at the Jagiellonian University, who prepare a joint application for project funding within a mini-grant competition and who will carry out research in at least two JU’s units collaborating in the BioS PRA under the supervision of an academic teacher employed by one of those units as research staff or research and teaching staff.
II. Scope of the terms and conditions and the purpose of the competition

1. These terms and conditions specify the principles of awarding and settling funds for the implementation of Student Research Minig-Grants (hereinafter: SRM) in the BioS PRA.
2. The purpose of the competition is to develop and implement mechanisms of recruitment of talented students by means of supporting  their own research mini-grants.
3. The funding is awarded on a competitive basis.

III. Criteria and terms of awarding and settling funding
1. The applicant submits for evaluation a project jointly developed by a mini-grant project team, corresponding to the research topic of the BioS PRA by filling out the entry form, a specimen of which is attached as Annex 3 to these Terms and Conditions
2. The submitted project may not constitute a planned or emerging master thesis or its part.
3. The submitted project may not constitute a part of another research project, specifically one receiving funding from the NCN, EI.JU. FNP, which is at a stage of submission or is already being implemented at any JU unit collaborating in the BioS PRA or as a university-wide measure.
4. The deadline for the submission of applications in the first call for proposals is 31 October 2020, and in the following years it is 31 October of a given calendar year.

5. The funds for the implementation of the SRM are allocated for the period from 15 November of the calendar year in which the application was submitted to 30 June of the following calendar year, however, the total amount allocated for the implementation of a single project may not exceed PLN 10,000.

6. The funds allocated to the project may be used to: 

a. purchase laboratory reagents and plastics (consumables); 

b. finance other expenditure related to the project’s implementation, excluding laboratory and computer equipment.
7. The proposals submitted to the competition are evaluated in terms of form and substance by the Committee for the Evaluation of Proposals (hereinafter: the Committee) on the basis of the Terms and Conditions for the Evaluation of Proposals, attached as Annex 1 to these Rules. 
8. The results of the competition are announced 14 days from the date of the call for proposals. There is no appeal against the Commission's decision.

9. The mini-grant project managers are required to:

a. carry out the project in accordance with the research plan and cost calculation adopted at the stage of the call for proposals; 

b. present any invoices, as soon as they are received, in order to make timely payments.

10. Mini-grant project managers receive laboratory logs in which team members are required to record the progress of the project (entries on experiment plans, experiment results and the results’ analyses). The laboratory logs are the property of the competition host agency and must be supplied as an annex to the merit-based settlement of the project.
11. In justified cases, the project managers of mini-grants may request an extension of the project up to 30 September of the calendar year following the year in which the funding was awarded, provided that a majority of the members of the team, including the project manager of the mini-grant, continue to hold the status of students fulfilling the award criteria. The request for extension should be submitted at the latest by 30 April of the calendar year following the year in which the funding was awarded.

12. Within 14 days of the completion of the project, the project manager of the mini-grant is required to prepare and submit to the Committee a financial and content-related report, a specimen of which is set out in Annex 5 to these Terms and Conditions.

13. All materials obtained with the funding granted within the SRM competition are the property of the Jagiellonian University and after the project completion remain at the disposal of the JU unit collaborating in the BioS PRA, Plant/ Workshop, where the project was implemented.

14. The results obtained over the course of the implementation of the mini-grant are presented at the Student Conference organized by the BioS PRA.

IV. Information on Personal Data Processing
According to Art. 13 of the Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council (EU) 2016/679 of 27 April 2016 on the protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data and repealing Directive 95/46/EC (General Data Protection Regulation, hereinafter: GDPR), the Jagiellonian University informs that:

1. The Personal Data Controller of the mini-grant project team members’ data is the Jagiellonian University, with a registered seat at ul. Gołębia 24, 31-007 Kraków, represented by the JU Rector.

2. The Jagiellonian University has appointed a Data Protection Officer at ul. Gołębia 24, 30-007 Kraków, room no 5. The DPO can be contacted via e-mail at iod@uj.edu.pl by phone at 12 663 12 25, from Monday to Friday between 8 a.m. and 3 p.m.

3. The personal data of the mini-grant project team members will be processed:

a. in the case of all members of the teams implementing the mini-grant: for the purposes of launching and carrying out the competition, and announcing its results, in accordance with these Terms and Conditions (hereinafter: Competition), i.e. pursuant to Art. 6.1.b of the GDPR, i.e. in connection with the acceptance of the Competition Terms and Conditions;

b. in the case of the members of the teams implementing the mini-grant named as the competition laureates: for the purposes of carrying out the obligations following from the Competition Terms and Conditions, the agreement concluded, generally applicable laws, and internal regulations applicable at the Jagiellonian University, i.e. pursuant to Art. 6.1.c of the GDPR.

4. While providing personal data is voluntary for the members of the teams implementing the mini-grant, it is a necessary prerequisite for taking part in the Competition. Not providing personal data precludes participation in the Competition. In the case of the members of the teams implementing the mini-grant referred to under point 3.b above, providing the data constitutes a legal obligation, and failing to provide them shall preclude awarding the member of the research team.

5. The personal data of the members of the teams implementing the mini-grant shall be published on the University’s websites, and they may be published in the University’s social media.

6. The personal data of members of the teams implementing the mini-grant shall not be transferred to third countries (outside the EEA) or to international organisations.

7. The personal data of members of the teams implementing the mini-grant referred to under point 3.a above shall be processed until the Competition is concluded and its results announced, and then until the expiration of claims which may arise from the Competition.

8. The personal data of members of the teams implementing the mini-grant referred to under point 3.b above shall be processed in the period resulting from fiscal regulations, and then, for archiving purposes, according to the applicable legal regulations.

9. The members of a team implementing the mini-grant have the following rights: to obtain information about the personal data processing and rights resulting from the GDPR, to access their data and rectify them, as well as to have them deleted from the controller’s database (unless further processing is necessary for fulfilling a legal obligation or for the purposes of determining, pursuing, or defending claims), to limit their processing or transfer, and to object to the processing of the data – in the cases and under the conditions specified in the GDPR.

10. The members of the teams implementing the mini-grant personal data will not be subject to automated decision making or profiling.

11. Every member of the team implementing the mini-grant has the right to lodge a complaint to the President of the Office for Personal Data Protection, should he or she ascertain that the processing of his or her personal data violates the provisions of the GDPR.

V. Final Provisions
1. An agreement is concluded with the mini-grant Project Manager on implementing and settling the actions as set out in Annex 4 to these Terms and Conditions.

1. The Applicant declares that he or she accepts these Terms and Conditions and General Terms and Conditions, and undertakes to comply with their provisions, under pain of losing the right to apply for an SRM.

Terms and conditions of proposal evaluation: Annex 1 to the Terms and Conditions

1. The proposals are reviewed by the Committee for the Evaluation of Proposals (hereinafter: the Committee) appointed by Section 2 of the BioS PRA’s Executive Team, selected from among members of the aforementioned section. The Committee’s operations are directed by a chairperson elected from among the Committee members by vote.
2. In the event of conflict of interest, in particular supervision of a project by a Committee Member, he or she shall be excluded from the evaluation process of the proposal.
3. Members of the Committee evaluate the proposals individually, using the Proposal evaluation form (Annex 2).

4. Projects which do not meet formal criteria of eligibility are not subject to further merit-based evaluation.

5. The Committee has the right to order an additional presentation of the project in the form of an oral presentation by the Applicant and to take the assessment of the presentation into account when deciding on whether or not to recommend the project for funding.
6. At a panel meeting, evaluations by individual members of the Committee are subject to a discussion resulting in a decision on the final evaluation and drafting a ranking list of the proposals.
7. Proposals which scored less than 60 percent of the maximum overall score or less than 40 percent of the maximum score for any single criterion may not be recommended for funding.
8. Funding is granted to the highest scoring proposals within the applicable funds.
9. The Committee takes decisions by simple majority.

10. In cases of dispute, the vote of the chairperson of the Committee is decisive.
